Statement of Multimedia Program Productions, Inc.

On behalf of Multimedia Program Producations, Inc.

(Multimedia) producer of "Donahue" and Young People's Specials,"
we hereby file a claim for copyright royalties distributed pur-

suant. to the Copyright. Act and the rulings of the Copyright

Royalty Tribunal.

1. Claim for Donahue

"Donahue" is one of America's most. popular television
programs. It is a unique news interview program generally di-
rected to an in-depth exploration of newsworthy issues. It is
an important. and continuing source of thought-provoking infor-
mation to millions of national viewers. In 1978, Donahue pro-

vided television licensees two hundred. and sixty (260) hours

of highly rated programming. The following table, summarizing

reports by A. C. Neilson Company for Calendar 1978, identifies
the primary statistical information regarding the programs:

The Neilson studies confirm that in 1978 Donahue was one of the

most popular syndicated programs in America. Moreover, other.
current studies indicate that 37% of the Donahue viewers do not

watch any other daytime programs. This suggests that many viewers

make a special effort to watch Donahue, and it. is logical that
this was the case in 1978. Thus, television stations and cable

systems which retransmit their signals receive a special bonus

from the carriage of Donahue.

The host of the program, Phil Donahue, is an experienced

news reporter, having served eight years with the news department

of WHIO-TV, the CBS affiliate in Dayton, Ohio, prior to the start
of the Donahue program. With this orientation, Phil Donahue

and the producers generally select topics and interviewees

based on their newsworthiness. The program is usually classi-
fied by television stations as "public affairs" programs and

Donahue regularly provides tapes of portions of the programs to
CBS.'s "60 minutes", ABC's "20-20" and other network news programs.

Some of these tapes are used for research for up-and-coming stories

"/ Most affiliated stati'onsbroadcast the program in daytime hours,
when it. achieves its highest ratings. In 1978, 19 started the
year broadcasting the shorter half hour version of Donahue.
By year's end, only four stations were doing so.

The program frequently provides newsworthy stories which appear
in local papers following the broadcast. .Exhibit A is a sample

selection of newspaper articles on Donahue. (Due to limited file
space, news clippings are. not retained for long periods of time;
therefore the articles selected cover programs broadcast in 1979.

However; they illustrate how Donahue not only entertains and in-
forms the public, but creates news. This is a further unique

and important aspect of the program for purposes of the Tribunal's
deliberations.)

Carriage of television signals on a distant basis
enabled cable viewers to view "Donahue" in advance of carriage
by local affiliates. In 1978, Donahue was broadcast live by

WGN-TV, Chicago, Illinois and taped at the station's studios.
Several copies of the tapes were "bicycled" from station affiliate
to station affiliate over an eight week period. Moreover, in
many instances, cable systems were able to retransmit Donahue

in a different time period than was broadcast by the local sta-
tion. All this combined to provide the cable systems. with pro-

gramming highly attractive to obtaining and retaining subscribe~s.
As to the marketplace value of Donahue, it. is relevant

to note that in 1978, there was an 18% increase in the number

of affiliates, which indicates that the product was viewed

as highly desirable by licensees throughout the United States.
With Donahue, each affiliated station has 12 minutes of adver-

tising time for sale. Using an average selling price of $ 50

for a thirty-second spot and an average sell-out percentage of

70% (which figures are based on current information) the value

of the time sold would. equal approximately $ 30 million dollars.
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Higher degrees of sellout time, higher rates and various spot
rotation plans involving larger blocks of time would make the
dollar value of the sales of Donahue substantially higher de-

pending on the affiliate. Nevertheless, this figure gives the
Tribunal an idea of market value to local licensees of the pro-.

grams.

There are other points to consider as regards to the
desirability of Donahue as a syndicated program. Multimedia

distributes 260 hours of Donahue to each affiliate, or one

hour a day, Monday through Friday, for 52 weeks a year. In

1978, the program consisted of 235 hours of first-run, original
programming and 25 hours of reruns, or over 85: first run programs.

This is a substantially higher percentage of original programs

than is normally distributed by program syndicators. (Tradi-

tionally, reruns constitute about 50-o of the number of hours

actually broadc'ast.) Thus, when one considers the public bene-

fit received by local stations, cable systems and cable subscri-
bers, Donahue has the advantage of providing new, fresh programs

year-round. Moreover, the program is the only daily, "strip"
program series which addresses serious subjects of primary interest
to 'women in a format which is highly effective, permitting it to
obtain large audiences. While licensees have their choice of

numerous games, soap operas, cartoon shows, off-network comedies,

dramas or talk shows, Donahue had no peers in 1978. The program

allows the station rating successes and commercial sales while

still serving the highest ideals of service to the community.
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Recognition of the outstanding quality of Donahue is evident
from the fact that in 1978 the program won two Emmy Awards — one

for Best Talk/Variety Program; the other for Top Talk/Variety Show

Host.

To help asses the value of Donahue for cable royalty
purposes, Multimedia has commissioned a computer analysis by

bi Associates to quantify the worth to a cable system of one hour

non-network time for particular television signals based upon

distant signal carriage and, license fees paid 'by CATV system.
The resuli=s appear in Exhibit B.

lt is submitted. that even these results substantially
understate Donahue's proper share of cable royalties. First.,
not. all program syndicators. filed claims for 1978 for their pro-
grams. The Tribunal must determine how much programming was

properly claimed for 1978, and distribute the total percentage
of royalties to those claimants alone. Second, a certain seg-
ment of programming is in the public domain and not entitled

k/
to royalties at all. Third, only programs actually broadcast
during 1978 are entitled to royalty benefits. Programs which

were in syndication and purchased by television stations, but,

not broadcast during 1978, are not entitled to cable royalties.
Therefore, each claimant must identify the programs specifically
broadcast in 1978. This point is particular relevani= to the
claims of movie syndicators which may license many films for

"/ bi Associates has prepared a report, separately filed in this
proceed.ing and incorporated by reference, which indicates. that
approximately 40% of the non-network programming was not claimed
for or is in the public domain. Therefore, royalty entitlements
for proper claimants may be increased 66%.



broadcast, only a small fraction of which would..have actually
been broadcast in 1978. The Tribunal, as the trustee or royalty
fees, should distribute royalties only for fully documented claims.

Fourth, in its statement published in the Federal Regi-
ster on July 30, 1980, the Tribunal indicated that royalties would

be distributed, in part, based upon the quality of the program.
How one measures "quality" is an almost impossible task. However,

certain things should be stressed regarding Donahue. Based on

ratings and 'ability to attract. audiences, it was one of the highest—

rated most. popular television programs. It has won numerous awards,
including several Emmies, in 1978. It is generally logged. by

licensees .as "public affairs" because of its emphasis on news,

public and social issues. It is a prime example of the television
medium at its best. In making an allocation of fees on the July 30,

1980, the Tribunal singled out PBS programming for a 5% royalty.
Presumably this.was based on the special quality of PBS programs.
Therefore, it is suggested that programs of such public value
like Donahue be granted. minimum bonus of 5%.

Based on these factors, Multimedia calculates Dona?'ue's

share as follows:

2. Claim for Young Peoples Specials

Multimedia has also filed a claim for Young People'

Specials (YPS). Exhibit C is a listing of titles of programs

broadcast in 1978. The show is a one-half hour special, geared

mainly to 6-16 year olds, but generally attracting a wide-family

viewing. In 1978, twelve programs were broadcast by affiliates.
The show deals with present sociological problems, historical
periods, and;.in some cases classical literature. A special
consultant from the University of Cincinnati prepares study

guides for the program which are distributed to licensees which

in turn distribute them to public and private schools to aid

student learning and appreciation. (Prints of the program

are'old to schools at a nominal value of $ 300 after broad-

cast. In 1978, with a fledging sales program, print sales to-

talled $ 23,000.)

In 1978, Multimedia commissioned special Nielson

reports, which provided the following information about YPS

programs:

In 1978, YPS won numerous awards including a Regional

Emmy for Children's Television, ACT Achievement in Children',s

Television Award, and awards from New York, Chicago and American

Film Festivals.
To help assess the value of YPS for cable royalty

purposes, Multimedia provides a computer analysis by bi Associ-

ates which quantify the program's value to cable systems according

to actual distant signal carriage and fees paid by cable for such

carriage. Exhibit D. The arguments noted above to justify a

more substantial claim for Donahue are equally applicable to
YPS. Importantly, YPS is an award winning program, meeting a

very special public need — quality programming for children.
Based on these factors, we calculate YPS royalty share as follows:

The attached Exhibit B, as well .as Exhibit D herein
comprise the results of a computer analysis, prepared by Multi-
media by bi Associates, inc., of Kensington, Maryland. The re-
ports have three columns which demonstrate the following information:

l. 4 Car. This column indicates the number of
instances a given television signal was re-
transmitted by cable systems on a distant.
basis, according to cable filings with the
Copyright Office.

2. Station. This column lists all station which
carried Donahue (Exhibit B) or Young People'
Specials (Exhibit D) in 1978.

3. Accrual. This column provides a dollar value for
what one hour of non-network, non-educational,
non-Canadian Broadcast System time on each station
worth in the first accounting period of 1978
(January — June) to all cable system carrying
the signal. The dollar figure represents the
accrual of fees paid by the cable system for
carriage of such signal on a distant basis.

The data base from which this information was drawn
\

was prepared by bi Associates. This data base was described in
testimony presented to the Tribunal Phase I of this Cable Royalty
Distribution Proceeding. The accuracy of the data base and cre-
dentials of bi Associates are, therefore, a matter of the Tribunal's
record.

reports or estimated based on half year statistics. Then each

station's contribution to the total license royalties paid. based

on each station's distant signal equivalence as a fraction of

total distant signal equivalence was calculated. This figure

provides the value of each station to cable systems for royalty

purposes.

This amount was then multiplied by each station's
percentage of local programming based on the licensee's Annual

Programming Report. (FCC Form 303A). Copies of each station's
1978 Annual Programming Reports are attached for the Tibunal's

record. Exhibit. C. This report reveals the full range of cre-

ative programming broadcast: by licensees. Each station expends

substantial sums in presenting locally produced programs of

substantial public benefit. The claimants herein assert that. the

requested sums are reasonable in light of the expenditures made by

them to produce valuable public interest programming, including

news, public affairs and other programming, and that the value

of this programming is not necessarily diminished because of its
carriage on distant. cable systems. Cable viewers throughout

the United States are interested in news in cities in their state
or nearby states, where most of the distant carriage for

those licenses occurs. Moreover, the Tribunal, as trustee for

the copyright fees, owes a special responsibility to all claim-

ants whose programming is of special educational and public value.

Xt should not devalue or grant lesser benefits to television
license news and public interest programming.



It is recognized by these claimants that not all
entities entitled. to copyright royalties have filed claims

with the'ribunal. Since the Tribunal can distribute royalties
only to proper claimants, royalties which are not claimed should.

be distributed to those who have properly filed in this proceeding.

As regards to the percentage of programming properly
claimed, a computer report prepared by bi Associates, separately
filed in this proceeding and incorporated by reference, indicates
that approximately 40-o of the non-network programming broadcast
in 1978 was not. claimed for or is in the public domain. There-

fore, the licensees'. share in this proceeding should be increased
by a factor of 66'-o, as noted in Exhibit A.
