On March 28, 2025, the National Association of Broadcasters, Sirius XM Radio LLC, and Pandora Media, LLC (collectively, “the Services”) filed a Motion in Limine to Exclude the Written Testimony of Darren Stupak Concerning Sony Music Entertainment’s Agreements and Negotiation with Digital Service Providers (the “Motion”).
